4. Mud Program and CirculatingMedium

Hazardous substances specificallylisted by the EPA as a hazardous waste or
demonstrating a characteristic of a hazardous waste willnot be used in drilling,testing,
or completion operations.

No chromateadditives willbe used in the mud system on Federal and Indian lands
without prior BLMapproval to ensure adequate protection of fresh water aquifers.

5. Coring, Logaina and Testina Proaram

Daily drilling and completion progress reports shall be submitted to this office on a
weekly basis.

AIIDrill Stem tests (DST) shall be accomplished during daylight hours, unless specific
approval to start during other hours is obtained from the AO. However, DSTs may
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allowed to continue at night if the test was initiated during daylight hours and the rate of
flow is stabilized and if adequate lighting is available (i.e., lighting which is adequate for
visibilityand vapor-proof for safe operations). Packers can be released, but tripping
should not begin before daylight unless prior approval is obtained from the AO.

A cement bond log (CBL) shall be utilizedto determine the tgg of cement (TOC)and
bond quality for the production casing.

6. Notificgtion pf Operation;

The date on which production is commenced or resumed willbe construed for oilwells
as the date on which liquid hydrocarbons are first sold or shipped from a temporary
storage facility, such as a test tank, and for which a run ticket is required to be
generated or, the date on which liquid hydrocarbons are first produced into a permanent
storage facility, whichever first occurs; and, for gas wells as the date on which
associated IIquid hydrocarbons are first sold or shipped from a temporary storage
facility, such as a test tank, and for which a run ticket is required to be generated or, the
date on which gas is first measured through permanent metering facilities, whichever
first occurs.

Gas produced from this well may not be vented or flared beyond an initial authorized
test period of 30 days or 50 MMCF followingits completion, whichever occurs first,
without the prior written approval of the Authorized Officer. Should gas be vented or
flared without approval beyond the authorized test period, the operator may be directed
to shut-in the well untilthe gas can be captured or approval to continue venting or
flaring as uneconomicis granted and the operator shall be required to compensate the
lessor for that portion of the gas vented or flared without approval which is determined
to have been avoidably lost.

AIIsite security regulations as specified in Onshore Oil& Gas Order No. 3 shall be
adhered to.

7. Other Information

AIIloading lines willbe placed inside the berm surrounding the tank battery.

AIIoff-lease storage, off-lease measurement, or commingling on-lease or off-lease will
have prior written approval from the AO.

Gas meter runs for each well willbe located within500 feet of the wellhead. The gas
flowline willbe buried or anchored down from the wellhead to the meter and 500 feet
downstream of the meter run or any production facilities. Meter runs willbe housed
and/or fenced.

The oil and gas measurement facilities willbe installed on the well location. The oil and
gas meters willbe calibrated in place prior to any deliveries. Tests for meter accuracy
winbe conducted monthly for the first three months on new meter installations and at
least quarterly thereafter. The AOwill be provided with a date and time for the initial
meter calibration and all future meter proving schedules. A copy of the meter calibration
reports willbe submitted to the Vernal District Office. All meter measurement facilities
willconform with Onshore Oil& Gas Order No. 4 for liquid hydrocarbons and Onshore
Oil& Gas Order No. 5 for natural gas
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The use of materials under BLMjurisdictionwillconform to 43 CFR 3610.2-3.

There willbe no deviation from the proposed drillingand/or workover program without
prior approval from the AO. Safe drillingand operating practices must be observed. All
wells, whether drilling,producing, suspended, or abandoned willbe identified in
accordance with 43 CFR 3162.

"Sundry Notice and Report on Wells"(Form 3160-5) willbe filed for approval for all
changes of plans and other operations in accordance with 43 CFR 3162.3-2.

Section 102(b)(3) of the Federal Oiland Gas Royalty Management Act of 1982, as
implemented by the applicable provisions of the operating regulations at Title 43 CFR
3162.4-1(c), requires that "not later than the 5th business day after any well begins
production on which royalty is due anywhereon a lease site or allocated to a lease site,
or resumes production in the case of a well which has been off production for more
than 90 days, the operator shall notifythe authorized officerby letter or sundry notice,
Form 3160-5, or orally to be followed by a letter or sundry notice, of the date on which
such production has begun or resumed."

If you fail to comply with this requirement in the manner and time allowed, you shall be
liable for a civilpenalty of up to $10,000per violationfor each day such violation
continues, not to exceed a maximum of 20 days. See Section 109(c)(3) of the Federal
Oil and Gas Royalty Management Act of 1982 and the implementing regulations at Title
43 CFR 3162.4-1(b)(5)(ii).

APD approval is valid for a period of one (1) year from the signature date. An extension
period may be granted, if requested, prior to the expiratlon of the original approval
period.

We have no objection.

With further comment to Rulemaking, I wish to comment concerning the provision of
Exhibits for upcoming Hearings. I would like to see the Uintah & Ouray Agency, BIA,
and the Ute Indian Tribe, Energy & Mineral Resources Department added to the list of
those parties that receive advance Exhibits so as to allow us to have research time prior to
Hearing dates.
