Ram type preventers and associated equipment shall be tested to approved stack
working pressure if isolated by test plug or to 70 percent of internal yield pressure
of casing. Pressure shall be maintained for at least 10 minutes or until requirements
of test are met, whichever is longer.

Valve on casing head below test plug shall be open during test of BOP stack.

Annular type preventers (if used) shall be tested to 50 percent of rated working
pressure. Pressure shall be maintained at least 10 minutes or until provisions of test
are met, whichever is longer.

As a minimum, the above test shall be performed:

a. when initially installed;
b. whenever any seal subject to test pressure is broken
c. following related repairs; and
d. at 30-day intervals

Valves shall be tested from working pressure side during BOPE tests with all down
stream valves open.

When testing the kill line valve(s) the check valve shall be held open or the ball
removed.

Annular preventers shall be functionally operated at least weekly.
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Pipe and blind rams shall be activated each trip, however, this function need not be
performed more than once a day.

A BOPE pit level drill shall be conducted weekly for each drilling crew.

The BOP and related equipment shall meet the minimum requirements of Onshore
Oil and Gas Order No. 2 for equipment and testing requirements, procedures, etc.,
and individual components shall be operable as designed. Chart recorders shall be
used for all pressure tests.

Pressure tests shall apply to all related well control equipment.

All of the above described tests and/or drills shall be recorded in the drilling log.
Test charts, with individual test results identified, shall be maintained on location
while drilling and shall be made available to a BLM representative upon request.
Pressure tests shall apply to all related well control equipment.

BOP systems shall be consistent with API RP53. Pressure tests will be conducted
before drilling out from under casing strings which have been set and cemented in
place. Blowout preventer controls will be installed prior to drilling the surface
casing plug and will remain in use until the well is completed or abandoned.
Preventers will be inspected and operated at least daily to ensure good mechanical
working order, and this inspection will be recorded on the daily drilling report.
Preventers will be pressure tested before drilling casing cement plugs.

The Vernal District Office shall be notified, at least 24 hours prior to inidating the
pressure test, in order to have a BLM representative on location during pressure
testing.

a. The size and rating of the BOP stack is shown on the attached diagram.
Although a rig has not been chosen to drill this well, most of the equipment
for this depth of hole in the area use a 10", 3000 psi working pressure
blowout preventor.

b. A choke line and a kill line are to be properly installed. The kill line is not
to be used as a fill-up line.
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c. The accumulator system shall have a pressure capacity to provide for
repeated operation of hydraulic preventers.

d. Drill string safety valve(s), to fit _aall tools in the drill string, are to be
maintained on the rig floor while drilling operations are in progress.

4. a. The Vernal District Office shall be notified at least 24 hours prior to the
running and cementing of all casing strings, in order to have a BLM
representative on location while running and cementing all casing strings.

b. The proposed casing and cementing program shall be conducted as approved
to protect and/or isolate all usable water zones, potentially productive zones,
lost circulation zones, abnormally pressured zones, and any prospectively
valuable deposits of minerals. Any isolating medium other than cement shall
receive approval prior to use. The casing setting depth shall be calculated to
position the casing seat opposite a competent formation which will contain the
maximum pressure to which it will be exposed during normal drilling
operations. Determination of casing setting depth shall be based on all
relevant factors, including; presencelabsence of hydrocarbons; fracture
gradients; usable water zones; formation pressures; lost circulation zones;
other minerals; or other unusual characteristics. All indications of usable
water shall be reported.

e. Casing collars shall have a minimum clearance of 0.422 inches of all sides in
the hole/casing annulus, with recognition that variances can be granted for
justified exceptions.

and, for gas wells as the date on which associated liquid hydrocarbons are
first sold or shipped from a temporary storage facility, such as a test tank,
and for which a run ticket is required to be generated or the date on which
gas is first measured through permanent metering facilities, whichever first
occurs.

e. Pursuant to NTL-4A, lessees or operators are authorized to vent/flare gas
during initial well evaluation tests, not exceeding a period of 30 days or the
production of 50 MMCF of gas, whichever occurs first.

h. Section 102(b)(3) of the Federal Oil and Gas Royalty Management Act of
1982, as implemented by the applicable provisions of the operating
regulations at Title 43 CFR 3162.4-1(c), requires that "not later than the 5th
business day after any well begins production on which royalty is due
anywhere on a lease site or allocated to a lease site, or resumes production in
the case of a well which has been off production for more than 90 days, the
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operator shall notify the authorized officer by letter or sundry notice, Form
3160-5, or orally to be followed by a letter or sundry notice, of the date on
which such production has begun or resumed."

If you fail to comply with this requirement in the manner and time allowed,
you shall be liable for a civil penalty of up to $10,000per violation for each
day such violation continues, not to exceed a maximum of 20 days.

4. Location of Tank Batteries and Production Facilities.

a. All permanent structures (onsite for six months or longer) constructed or

installed (including oil well pump jacks) will be painted Desert Tan
(10YR6/3). All facilities will be painted within six months of installation.

e. Drill cuttings are to be contained and buried in the reserve pit.

f. Any salts and/or chemicals which are an integral part of the drilling
system will be disposed of in the same manner as the drilling fluid.

g. A chemical porta-toilet will be furnished with the drilling rig.

h. The produced fluids will be produced into a test tank until such time as
construction of production facilities is completed. Any spills of oil, gas
salt water or other produced fluids will be cleaned up and removed.

8. Ancillary Facilities

There are no airstrips, camps, or other facilities planned during the drílling of
the proposed well.

2. The net wire shall be no more than 2-inches above the ground.

j. A silt catchment basin will be constructed approximately 1500 feet
northwest of the location in the SW SW Sec. 24, T9S - R19E as shown on
Map "B". If there is alot of snow at the time of construction, the
catchment pond will be built at a later date.
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10. Plans for Restoration of Surface

Producing Location

a. Immediately upon well completion, the location and surrounding area
will be cleared of all unused tubing, equipment, debris, materials, trash
and junk not required for production.

b. Immediately upon well completion, any hydrocarbons on the pit shall be
removed in accordance with 43 CFR 3162.7-1.

c. If a plastic nylon reinforced liner is used, it shall be torn and perforated
before backfilling of the reserve pit.

d. The reserve pit and that portion of the location not needed for
production facilities/operations will be recontoured to the approximate
natural contours. The reserve pit will be reclaimed within 90 days from
the date of well completion. Before any dirt work takes place, the
reserve pit must have all fluids and hydrocarbons removed and all cans,
barrels, pipe, etc., will be removed.

e. The appropriate surface management agency should be contacted for the
required seed mixture.

Dry Hole

f. At such time as the well is plugged and abandoned, the operator shall
submit a subsequent report of abandonment and BLM will attach the
appropriate surface rehabilitation conditions of approval.

11. Surface Ownership

Access Roads - All roads are County maintained or are on Indian or BLM
lands.

Wellpad - The well pad is located on lands managed by the BLM.
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12. Other Information

a. A Class III archeological survey was conducted by Sagebrush
Archeological Consultants. No significant cultural resources were found
and clearance has been recommended. A copy of this report will be
submitted directly to the appropriate agencies by Sagebrush
Archeological Consultants.

b. The operator is responsible for informing all persons in the areas who
are associated with this project that they will be subject to prosecution
for knowingly disturbing historic or archaeological sites, or for collecting
artifacts. If historic or archaeological materials are uncovered during
construction, the operator is to immediately stop work that might further
disturb such materials, and contact the authorized officer (AO). Within
five working days the AO will inform the operator as to:

-whether the materials appear eligible for the National Register of
Historic Places;

-the mitigation measures the operator will likely have to undertake before
the site can be used (assuming in situ preservation is not necessary); and

-a time frame for the AO to complete and expedited review under 36
CFR 800.11 to confirm, through the State Historic Preservation Officer,
that the findings of the AO are correct and that mitigation is
appropriate. If the operator wishes, at any time, to relocate activities to
avoid the expense of mitigation and/or the delays associated with this
process, the AO will assume responsibility for whatever recordation and
stabilization of the exposed materials may be required. Otherwise, the
operator will be responsible for mitigation costs.

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INTRODUCTION

In November 1992, PG&E Resources Company (PG&E) requested that Sagebrush Archaeolog-
ical Consultants (Sagebrush) conducta cultural resources inventory of well location #3-25B
Federal and access road. The project area (including well location and access road) is located
in T. 9S., R. 19E., S. 24 and 25 on the 7.5' USGS Ouray, Utah Quadrangle(1964)(Figure 1).
The well location itself lies in S. 25 NENW (685 FNL 1857 FEL). The entire project lies on
land controlled by the Bureau of Land Management (BLM). The cultural resources inventory
of the area was carried out on November 18, 1992 by the author under authority of Cultural
Resources Use Permit No. 92-UT-54630 and Utah State Antiquities Permit No. U-92-SJ-672b.

Prior to conductingthe fieldwork, an archaeological, historical and paleontologicalfile search
was done by Evie Seelinger of the State Historic Preservation Office in Salt Lake City on
November 17, 1992 to determine if any culturalresources projects had been conductedor sites
recorded in the project area. In addition, a file search was done by the authoron November
18, 1992 at the BLM, Vernal District Office.

There have been eight inventory projects completed and four cultural resources sites and one
paleontological locality recorded in the vicinity of the present surveyarea.

In 1979, two cultural resources surveyswere done near the current project area. The Univer-
sity of Utah inventoried areas for the Riverbend Gathering System and AERC surveyed two
nearby pipeline routes. There were no cultural resources found on either survey in the vicinity
of the current project area.

In 1979 and 1980 Archaeological-Environmental Research Corporation (AERC) inventoried a
series of rectangular 40 acre samplesurvey units for MAPCO, several of which lie in and near
Sections 24 and 25. Two siteswere found in theseparcels including 42Un828 and 42Un829.
Site 42Un828 is a small limited prehistoric activitysite with a temporary campand surface
quarry area. It has non-diagnostic lithics only. Site 42Un829 is a small prehistoric lithic scat-
ter located on the point of a hill near Willow Creek. Only non-diagnostic lithics were found on
the site.

In 1980 Utah Archaeological Research Corporation (UTARC) conducted a survey of a North-
west Pipeline route. Two sites, 42Un966 and 42Un967, were found in Sections 23 and 24.
Site 42Un966 is a small lithic scatter with primary and secondary flakes and of chalcedony and
quartzite, and a chert core and quartzite chopper. There were no associated diagnostic artifacts
or features on the site. Site 42Un967 is a panel of petroglyphs found on a southfacing rock
outcrop. It is called Omar's Panel and includes Ute drawings of cattle, horses, Indians, flags,
shields,deer, bears, letters and human figures.

In 1981 Nickens and Associates carried out a survey of a Moon Lake Electric power line and
found site 42Un1177 in Section 35. The site consists of a large lithic scatter and quarry site
located in areas of desert pavement where naturally occurringquartziteand chert nodules
occur. Artifacts on the site are predominately quartzite and cores, possible choppers and
primary and secondary flakes. No diagnostic tools, consist of no culturaldepth, and no cultur-
al features were noted. The site is considered non-significant.

In spring 1992, Sagebrush surveyed three wellpads and two access roadsnear the current
project area. Two paleontological localities and no culturalresources were found during these
surveys. The first locality, 42UN637V, consistedof possible mammal bones and scattered
turtle shell fragments in the area surveyedfor PG&E well #11-24B Federal. The secondlocal-
ity, 42UN641V, was a scatter of weathered turtle shelland two adjoiningfragments of a possi-
ble mammal bone found in the area surveyedfor PG&E well #7-24B Federal.
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The National Register of Historic Places (NRHP) was alsoconsultedprior to conductingthesurvey and no listed or determined eligible sites were found to be in the vicinity of the currentproject area.

ENVIRONMENT

The well pad lies on a low ridge top in broken tablelandjust east of the GreenRiver. Theaccess road drops off into a low broad drainage area to the north and continuesnortheast to agraded oil field road. Soils are silty clay and loose silty sand mixed with much angular sand-
stone and a few quartzite cobbles. There are also sandstone bedrock outcrops, primarily at thesouthern side of the well pad. The elevation of the area ranges from 4680 feet to 4720 feeta.s.l. Vegetation in the area is about 10 to 30 percent cover with shadscale,rabbitbrush, prick-
ly pear cactusand bunchgrass.

The nearest permanent water source is the Green River which is located about 0.8 mile to thenorthwest. Natural disturbance in the area is primarily from water erosion and includes somesheetwash and minor arroyocutting. The onlyprevious culturaldisturbances in the area are agraded road at the southeastcorner of the well pad and sheepgrazing near the oil field road.

METHODOLOGY

The survey area covered during this project consists of a 10 acre rectangular parcel of landcentered on the well head and an accessroad from the well, going cross-country to connect thewell with a major oil field road to the east. The well pad area was inventoried by the author inparallel north-south transects spaced no more than 15 meters apart. The access road wasinventoried in two parallel transects spaced10 meters apart to cover a 30 meter width (100feet). The access road is .2 mile long. Thus, the acreage covered by the survey equals 12.42acres.

RESULTS

A prehistoric trough metate, IF-1, was found during this surveyof the well location and accessroad. This is a small trough metate, roughly rectangular, reddish pink quartzite measuring39cm long, 19 cm wide and 11 cm thick. There is someapparent smoothing or shapingon thenarrower proximal end of the metate, possibly forming a rest for the mano at the end of themetate nearest the user (Marwitt 1986: 161). There is somesmoothing on the top edges adja-cent to the grinding surfaceand somepossible bevelling on the distal end of the metate. Thewell-defined grinding surface is up to 1 cm deep, 16 cm wide and 33.5 cm long. This metateresembles one found at Caldwell Village, Utah andprobably dates to the Whiterocks phase(A.D. 800-950) of the Uinta Fremont (Jennings 1978: Figure 178d). The habitation sites forthe Whiterocks phase was generally on knolls and buttes from which the people focused onhunting and gathering activities. This artifactwas probably used at its present location and notmoved from there because of its lack of portability. No othergrinding stones or other culturalresources have been found in the vicinity.

RECOMMENDATIONS

Due to the absence of significant archaeologicalresources, and no historical or paleontological
resources in the surveyed well pad and access road locations, cultural and paleontological
resources clearanceis recommended for the proposed project.

This investigation was conducted with techniques which are considered to be adequate for
evaluating cultural and paleontological resources which couldbe adversely affected by the
project. However, should suchresources be discovered during construction, a report should
be made immediately to the BLM District Archaeologist, Vernal District Office, Vernal, Utah.

An application must
be filed with the District Engineer and approval received, for any
venting/flaring of gas beyond the initial 30 day or authorized test period.

d. An approved water permit will be obtained prior to using this water

6. Source of Construction Material

a. Surface and subsoil materials in the immediate area will be utilized.

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O gINTRODUCTION

In November 1992, PG&E Resources Company (PG&E) requested that Sagebrush Archaeolog-
ical Consultants (Sagebrush) conducta cultural resources inventory of well location #3-25B
Federal and access road. The project area (including well location and access road) is located
in T. 9S., R. 19E., S. 24 and 25 on the 7.5' USGS Ouray, Utah Quadrangle(1964)(Figure 1).
The well location itself lies in S. 25 NENW (685FNL 1857 FEL). The entireproject lies on
land controlledby the Bureau of Land Management (BLM). The cultural resources inventory
of the area was carried out on November 18, 1992 by the author under authority of Cultural
Resources Use Permit No. 92-UT-54630 and Utah State Antiquities Permit No. U-92-SJ-672b.

Prior to conducting the fieldwork, an archaeological,historical and paleontological file search
was done by Evie Seelinger of the State Historic Preservation Office in Salt Lake City on
November 17, 1992 to determine if any cultural resources projects had been conductedor sites
recorded in the project area. In addition, a file search was done by the author on November
18, 1992 at the BLM, Vernal District Office.

There have been eight inventory projects completed and four culturalresources sites and one
paleontological locality recorded in the vicinity of the present survey area.

In 1979, two cultural resources surveys were done near the current project area. The Univer-
sity of Utah inventoried areas for the Riverbend Gathering System and AERC surveyed two
nearby pipeline routes. There were no cultural resources found on either survey in the vicinity
of the current project area.

In 1979 and 1980 Archaeological-Environmental Research Corporation (AERC) inventoried a
series of rectangular 40 acre samplesurvey units for MAPCO, several of which lie in and near
Sections 24 and 25. Two siteswere found in these parcels including 42Un828 and 42Un829.
Site 42Un828 is a small limited prehistoric activity site with a temporary camp and surface
quarry area. It has non-diagnostic lithics only. Site 42Un829 is a small prehistoric lithic scat-
ter located on the point of a hill near Willow Creek. Only non-diagnostic lithics were found on
the site.

In 1980 Utah Archaeological Research Corporation (UTARC) conducted a survey of a North-
west Pipeline route. Two sites, 42Un966 and 42Un967, were found in Sections 23 and24.
Site 42Un966 is a small lithic scatterwith primary and secondary flakes and of chalcedony and
quartzite, and a chert core and quartzite chopper. There were no associated diagnostic artifacts
or features on the site. Site 42Un967 is a panel of petroglyphs found on a southfacing rock
outcrop. It is called Omar's Panel and includesUte drawings of cattle, horses, Indians, flags,
shields, deer, bears, letters and human figures.

In 1981 Nickens and Associates carried out a survey of a Moon Lake Electric power line and
found site 42Un1177 in Section 35. The site consists of a large lithic scatter and quarry site
located in areas of desert pavement where naturally occurring quartzite and chert nodules
occur. Artifacts on the site are predominately quartzite and cores, possible choppers and
primary and secondary flakes. No diagnostic tools, consist of no cultural depth, and no cultur-
al features were noted.
