necessary if pipe or some type of reinforcement rod is
attached to the top of the entire fence).

b. The net wire shall be no more than 2-inches above the ground.

The barbed wire shall be 3-inchen above the net wire. Total
height of the fence shall be at least 42-inches.

c. Corner posts shall be cemented and/or braced in such a manner
to keep the fence tight at all times when pit is shrunk for
production pit.

d. Standard eteel, wood, or pipe poste shall be used between the
corner braces. Maximum distance between any two poeta shall
be no greater than 16 feet.

e. All wire shall be stretched, by using a stretching device,
before it is attached to the corner posts.

The reserve pit fencing will be on three sides during drilling
operations and on the fourth side when the rig moves off the
location. Pits will be fenced and maintained until clean-up.

Each existing fence to be crossed by the access road shall De braced
and tied off before cutting so as to prevent slacking of the wire.
The opening shall be closed temporarily as necessary during
construction to prevent the escape of livestock, and upon completion
of construction the fence shall be repaired to BLM or SMA
specifications.
