6. TYPE AND CITARACTERISTICS OF THE PROPOSED CIRCULATION MUDS:

3. LOCATION OF EXISTING WELLS

In the event this water source is notused an alternatesourcewill be used and all the necessary
arrangementswillbe madewith the proper authorities.

There will be no water well drilled at this site.

All construction material for this location shall be borrowed material accumulated during
construction of the location site andaccess road. (Pit lining material is referred to in Item #7.)

A mineralmaterialapplicationis not requiredfor this location.
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7. METHODS FOR HANDLING WASTEDISPOSAL

See Location Layout Sheet - Exhibit "E".

A reserve pit will be constructed and lined with a plastic nylon reinforced line so as not to leak,
break, or allow discharge. It will be a minimum of 12 mil thicknesswith sufficient bedding
(eitherstraw or dirt) to cover any rocks. The line will overlapthe pit wall and be covered with
dirt and/or rocks to hold it in place. No trash,scrappipe, etc., that could puncture the liner will

be disposed on in the pit.

After first production, produced water will be confined to a pit or storagetank for a period not to
exceed one hundred twenty (120) days. During the one hundred twenty (120) day period, in
accordance with the onshore order #7, an application for approval of permanent disposal method
and location, along with required water analysis, shall be submitted for the Authorized Officers
approval.

A portable toilet will be provided for human waste.

A trash basket will be provided for garbage (trash) and hauled away to an approved disposal site
at the completion of the drilling activities.

8. ANCILLARY FACILITIES

There are no ancillary facilities planned for at the present timeand none foreseen in the near
future.

9. WELL SITE LAYOUT

See attached Location Layout Sheet - Exhibit "E".

The reserve pit will be located on the north sidebetween stakes 4 & 5.

There will be no flare pit on this well.

The stockpiled topsoil (first six (6) inches) will be stored on the west side between
stakes 2 & 3.

Access to the well pad will be from the west side near state #3.

Fencing Requirements

All pits will be fenced accordingto the following minimum standards:

a) 39 inch net wire shallbe used with at least one strand of barbed wire on top of the net.
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b) The net wire shallbe nor morethan two(2) inches abovethe ground. Thebarbedwire
shallbe three (3) inches abovethe net wire. Total height of the fence shall be at least
forty-two (42) inches.

c) Corner posts shall be cemented and/or braced in such a manner to keep tight at all
times.

d) Standardsteel, wood or pipe posts shall be used between the corner braces. Maximum
distance betweenany two posts shall be no greater than sixteen (16) feet.

e) All wire shall be stretched, by using a stretching device, before it is attached to the
corner posts.

The reserve pit fencing will be on three (3) sides during drilling operations and on the
fourth sidewhen the rig movesoff location. Pits will be fenced and maintained until
cleanup.

10. PLANS FOR RESTORATION OF SURFACE

a) Producing Location

Immediately upon well completion, the location and surroundingarea will be cleared of
all unused tubing, equipment, debris, material, trash and junknot required for
production.

If a plastic nylon reinforced liner is used, it shall be torn and perforated before
back filling of the reserve pit.

The reserve pit and that portion of the location not needed for production
facilities/operations will be re contoured to the approximated natural contours. The
reserve pit will be reclaimed within one hundred twenty (120) days from the date of well
completion. Before any dirt work takesplace, the reserve pit must have all fluids and
hydrocarbons, all cans, barrels, pipe, etc., removed.

When the drilling and completion phase ends, reclamation of unused disturbed areason
the well pad/access road no longer needed for operations,suchas cut slopes, and fill
areaswillbe accomplishedbygrading,levelingand seedingas recommended by the
AuthorizedOfficer. The seedmixture willbe per B.L.M. and statedin the conditions of
approval.

b) Dry Ifole Abandoned Location

At such time as the well is plugged and abandoned, the operator shall submit a
subsequentreport of abandonment and theB.L.M. will attach the appropriate surface
rehabilitation conditions of approval.

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12. OTITERADDITIONAL INFORMATION

a) Lomax Exploration Companyis responsible for informing all persons in the area who
are associated with this project that they will be subject to prosecution for knowingly
disturbing historic or archaeological sites,or for collectingartifacts. If historic or
archaeological materials are uncovered during construction, Lomax is to immediately
stop work that might further disturb such materials, and contact the Authorized Officer.

b) Lomax Exploration will control noxiousweeds along rightsof-way for roads, pipelines,
well sites, or otherapplicablefacilities. On B.L.M. administered land it is required that
a Pesticide Use Proposal shall be submitted, and given approval, prior to the application
of herbicides or other possible hazardous chemicals.

c) Drilling rigs and/or equipment used during drilling operations on this well site will not
be stacked or stored on Federal Lands after the conclusion of drilling operations or at
any other time without B.L.M. authorization.

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INTRODUCTION

In February 1995, Lomax Exploration Company(Lomax) of Roosevelt, Utah requested
that $agebrushArchaeological Consultants, L.L.C. (Sagebrush) conduct a cultural resources
inventoryof three Lomax Wells, #16-26, #7-23 and #8-23, and access roads in Duchesne and
Uintah Counties, Utah.

The well locations and access roads are located on lands controlled by the Bureau of
Land Management (BLM) in T. 8S., R. 17E., S. 23; and, T. 8S., R. 16E., S. 26. Footages
for well location #16-26 are 507 FSL, 666 FWL. Footages for well #7-23 are 3533 FSL, 2026
FEL. Footages for well #8-23 are 3353 FSL, 875 FEL. The project areas lie on the following
USGS 7.5' Quadrangles:Pariette Draw SW, Utah (1964); and, Myton SE, Utah (1964)(Fig-

ures 1 and 2). The field inspection was carried out by the author on February 23, 1995, under
authority of Cultural Resources Use Permit No. 95-UT-4630 and Utah State Antiquities Permit
No. U-95-SJ-061b. A total of 38.5 acres were surveyedduring this project.

A file searchfor previously recorded cultural resources sites and paleontological locali-

ties near the project area was conducted by Kathie A. Davies at the Division of State History,
Utah State Historic Preservation Office, Salt Lake City on February 23, 1995, to determine if
any cultural resources projects have been conducted or sites recorded in the project area.
Additionally, Blaine Phillips, Bureau of Land Management, Vernal District Archaeologist was
consulted concerning cultural resources projects and sites recordedin or near the current
project area.

More than 10 previous cultural resources projects have been conducted in the area of the
current project. Due to the large number of projects conducted in this area, individual project
descriptions will not be listed. However, 3 cultural resources sites, including both project
related sites and individual sites, have been previously recorded in the vicinity of the current
project area. Following is a brief description of these sites:

Site 42Dc503. This site, located below a sandstoneoutcrop east of Wells Draw, is a
large lithic scatterwith many crude bifaces, lithic coresand lithic flakes. This site was
recommended ELIGIBLE to the NRHP.

Site 42Dc504. This site, located in a dirt road cut east of Wells Draw, is a lithic quarry
with lithic cores and lithic flakes. This site was recommended NOT ELIGIBLE to the
NRHP.

Site 42Dc505. This site, located in a dirt road cut east of Wells Draw, is a light lithic
scatter consisting of four to five worked pieces of chalcedony and one lithic flake of the
samematerial. This site was recommendedNOT ELIGIBLE to the NRHP.

No paleontological localities are listed as being located within the current project area.
The National Register of Historic Places (NRHP) was consulted prior to the commencement of
fieldwork for the present project. No NRHP sites were found located in the vicinity of the
current project area.



ENVIRONMENT

The well pads surveyed during this project lie approximately ten miles south of Myton,
Utah just south of Pleasant Valley. All three well pads and access roads lie in areas of low
rolling tablelands dissected by deep drainages and low eroding bedrock outcropsof sandstone
and limestone. The surface sediments consist of an interfingering of fluvial deposits and thinly
bedded Pleistocene lake bed deposits. Soils in these areas are poorly developed and extremely

- sandy in nature. Sediments consist of very fine grained, buff colored sand which contains a
moderate amount of Pleistocene gravels and angular rock fragments composed of quartzite,
mudstone, blocky chert, limestone and sandstone. The elevation of the areas surveyed ranges
between 5050 and 5660 feet (ft) a.s.l. Vegetation in the area covers approximately 30 percent
of the surface and is predominantly shadscale community species. Noted species include prick-
ly pear cactus, ricegrass, greasewood, gray rabbitbrush, spiny horsebrush, desert buckwheat,
bladderpod, spiny hopsage, riddell groundsel and various other desert species. The nearest
permanent water sources are Antelope Creek which is located approximately five miles to the
west-northwest and Pariette Draw which is located in the project area. Many seasonallyflow-
ing drainages and washes are present in the vicinity of the project area. These seasonalwater
sources were, no doubt, the primary source of water in this area historically. Natural distur-
bance in the area consists primarily of sheetwash erosion and arroyo cutting. Cultural distur-
bance includes pre-existing well pad locations, and a number of roads and access roads which
lead to well locations.

METHODOLOGY

The survey area covered during this project consists of three ten acre parcels of land
centered on proposed well heads and three access road corridors connecting the well locations
to pre-existing well location access roads. The well pads were inventoried by the author and in
parallel transects spaced no more than 15 meters (m) apart. The access roads, which totaled
3,700 ft in length, were walked in two parallel transects spaced 10 m apart to cover a corridor
width of 100 ft (30 m) each. The area surveyed on this project (including both well pads and
access roads) totaled 38.5 acres.

RESULTS

No cultural resources sites or isolated were found as a result of this inventory and three
paleontological localities (42UN906V, 42UN907VP and 42UN908P) were found.

Locality 42UN906V

This locality includes three turtle sites located near the proposed access road for Lomax
well pad Pariette Draw #7-23. These three turtle sites will not be effected by road construc-
tion, but could be subjected to collection by people working in the area.

I,ocality 42UN907VP

This fossil locality consists of approximately 50 fragments of scattered turtle shell frag-
ments located on Lomax well pad Pariette Draw #7-23. These appeared to be weathered and
fragmented prior to deposition, judgingfrom the rounded edges and fragmentalnature. Two
partial turtle shells were present on the east side of the location, but both of these are outside
the bounds of the well pad area as staked. One was 265 ft (81 m) east of the center stake at
113 degrees. The other was 200 ft (61 m) southeast of the center stake at 127 degrees.

Additionally, fragments of petrified wood were found eroding out of the southwest side
of a small mound 75 ft (23 m) southwest of the center stake at 237 degrees. A few samples
were collected.

Locality 42UN908P

This fossil locality consists of a sandstone outcropwith petrified wood fragments as well
as plant impressions within the sandstone. The petrifiedwood fragments range in size from
½-by-¼-in. up to 3-to-6-in. in size and represent the best petrified wood encountered in the
Uintah formation.

RECOMMENDATIONS

Since there were no culturalresources were found, cultural resource clearance is recom-

mended for the proposed project.No paleontological localities were found at well pad #8-23,
paleontological clearance is therefore recommended for this well. Three paleontologicallocali-

ties (42UN906V, 42UN907VP and 42UN908P) were found on well pads #7-23 and #8-23 and
accompanymg access roads.

Paleontological locality 42UN906V is recommended as an important locality. However,
because of the scattered and fragmental nature and poor quality of the turtle shell present no
recommendations are made for this locality.

Locality 42UN907VP is also recommended an importantfossil locality. Because of the
scatteredand fragmentalnatureand poor quality of the turtle shellpresentno recommendations
are made for this location. Samples of petrified wood were collected from this site. A much
better petrified wood site was located severalhundred yards east of this location.

Locality 42UN908VP is an important fossil locality consisting of the best deposit of
petrified wood identified by the investigator in the Uintah formation. It is recommended that
road construction to well pad Pariette Draw #8-23 be monitored for additional samples of
petrified wood and to assure protection of the current identified deposit of wood.

If these recommendations are adhered to, paleontological clearance is recommended for
the proposed project.

This investigation was conducted with techniques which are considered to be adequate
for evaluating cultural and paleontological resources which could be adversely affected by the
project. However, should such resources be discovered during construction, a report should
be made immediately to the BLM District Archaeologist, Vernal District Office, Vernal, Utah.
Also, if well preserved fossil material is encountered during construction, contact needs to be
made with the Paleontological Office of the Utah Geological Survey in Salt Lake City, Utah.

RESULTS OF PALEONTOLOGYSURVEY AT LOMAXEXPLORATIONPARIETTE DRAW#7-23
SW, NE Section 23, T8S, R17E, SLB&M, Uintah County, Utah.

Description of Geology and Topography-

This well is located approximately 6 miles south and 5 miles east of Myton,
Utah. It sits on the north side of the stream bed in Pariette Draw. The
wellpad sits on exposures of the Uinta Formation composed of interbedded
sandstone, mudtsone, and clay. The access road runs north from existing well
#9-23, turns west to a junction, then ,north across Pariette Draw and northwest
to the well location.

All rock outcrops in the general area are of the Upper Eocene Uinta Formation,
known for its fossil vertebrate fauna of mammals, turtles, crocodilians, and
occasional fish remains and plant imprassions.

Paleontological material found -

The archaeologist had noted turtle shell fragments around the wellpad during
the Archaeological survey. There were three turtle site near the proposed
access road before the junction. These, three turtle sites will not be
effected by road construction, but cou-ld be subject to collection by people
working in the area.

The well location had a fair number of-scattered turtle shell fragments.
These appeared to be weathered and fragmented prior to deposition judging from
the rounded edges and fragmental natural. Two partial turtle shells were
present on the east side of the location, but both of these are outside the
bounds of the wellpad area as staked. One was 265 feet east of the center
stake at 113 degrees. The other was 200 feet southeast of the center stake at
127 degrees.

Fragments of petrified wood were found eroding out of the southwest side of a
small mound 75 feet southwest of the center stake at 237 degrees. A few
samples were collected.

Recommendations-

Because of the scattered and fragmental natural and poor quality of the turtle
shell present no other recommendations for mitigation are made for this
location.

Samples of petrified wood were collected from this site. A much better
petrified wood site was located several hundred yards east of this location.

Description of Geology and Topography-

This well is located approximately 6 miles south and 5 miles east of Myton,
Utah. It sits on the north side of the stream bed in Pariette Draw. The

I wellpad sits on exposures of the Uinta Formation composed of interbedded
sandstone, mudtsone, and clay. The access road runs north from existing well
#9-23, turns west to a junction, then north across Pariette Draw and east to
the well location.

All rock outcrops in the general area are of the Upper Eocene Uinta Formation,
known for its fossil vertebrate fauna of mammals, turtles, crocodilians, and
occasional fish remains and plant impressions.

Paleontological material found -

Only a few minor fragments of turtle shell were found on the wellpad.

The proposed access road between well #7223 and well #8-23 passes over a
sandstone outcrop with petrified wood fragments as well as plant impressions
within the sandstone. As the road swings to the southeast to drop down toward
the wellpad, there is a deposit of petrified wood chunks to the southwest of
the road alignment. The chunks range from small up to 3 X 6+ inches in size
and represents the best petrified wood this investigator has seen the Uinta
Formation.

Several chunks of petrified wood were collected for possible identification.

Recommendations-

It is recommended that road construction to #8-23 be monitored for additional
samples of petrified wood and to assure projection of the deposit of wood
described above.

If drive pipe is used it will be pulled
prior to cementing surface casing.

As a minimum, the usable water and oil shale resources shallbe isolated and/or protected by
having a cement top for the production casing at least 200 ft. above the Mahogany Oil Shale ,

identified at ± 2438 ft. If gilsonite is encountered while drilling, it shall be isolated and/or
protected via the cementing program.

UIC Area Permit No. UT20852-00000 provides the opportunity for the Permittee to request a
change of the MAIP based upon the submitted results of a Step-Rate Test that demonstrates the
formation breakdown pressure will not be exceeded.

Well Construction: Casing and Cementing: The well was constructed in compliance with
existing regulatory controls for casing and cementing pursuant to 40 CFR § 146.22(c). Cement
records, including Cement Bond Log, have not satisfactorily demonstrated the presence of
adequate Confining Zone annulus cement to prevent migration of injection fluids behind the
casing from the injectioñ zone.

Well Construction: Tubing and.Packer: 2-7/8 inch or similar size injection tubing is
approved;.the packer shall be set at a depth no more than 100 feet above the top perforation.

Demonstration of Mechanical Integrity: A successful demonstration of Part I (Internal)
Mechanical Integrity using a Casing-Tubing Annulus Pressure Test is required prior to injection,
and no less than once every five years after the last successful test.

Because the cementing records have not satisfactorily demonstrated the presence of
adequate cement to prevent migration of injection fluids behind the casing from the injection
zone, a RTS is required to confirm the presence of adequate cement. The RTS shall be run
within a 180-day Limited Authorization to inject period. If the RTS is not run, or if the RTS
does not confirm adequate cement, the Permittee shall demonstrate Part II (External) Mechanical
Integrity pursuant to 40 CFR §146.8(a)(2)using an approved test method such as Temperature
Log, Noise Log or Oxygen Activation Log, and the demonstration of Part II Mechanical Integrity
shall be repeated no less than every five years after the last successful test.

Demonstration of Financial Responsibility: The Applicant has demonstrated financial
responsibility by a Financial Statement in the amount of $59,344that has been approved by the
EPA. The Director may revise the amount required, and.may require the Permittee to obtain and
provide updated estimates of costs for plugging the well according to the approved Plugging and
Abandomnent plan.

Plugging and Abandonment: The well shall be plugged in a manner that isolates the injection
zone and prevents movement of fluids into or between US.DWs.

6) Weekly observations of the site will be made by Newfield during normal well -

operating activities.
