The School and Institutional Trust Lands Administration ("Trust Lands Administration") has
reviewed the above referenced paleontological report which was performed on October 6, 1998,
by Uinta Paleontological Associates of Vernal, Utah. The purpose of the report was to identify
any paleontological resources at drill site NUB # 354 and along the proposed route to the
drillsite. The drill site is located on lands managed by the Bureau of Land Management (BLM")
in the NE¼NW¼ of Section 31, T. 9 S., R. 22 E. SLB&M. Portions of the access route traverse
lands managed by the Trust Lands Administration in Lot 1 of the same Section, Township and
Range. The field report identified two significant paleontological sites along the proposed access
route. The majority of the largest site, site #42UNl140V, lies on BLM lands and the entire
smaller site, site #42UNl139V, lies on school trust lands in Lot 1 of Section 31. (See Attached
Map). Section 31 is a narrow Section with the lands being lotted on the west side.

Under Section 63-73-11 of the Utah Code Annotated the Trust Lands Administration is obligated
to preserve and protect the state's paleontological resources, therefore, the Trust Lands
Administration cannot allow construction of the proposed access road to drill site NBU # 354
where, in the opinion of the principal field investigator, state paleontological resources will be
disturbed or destroyed.

On December, 8 1998, Mr. Byron Tollman, of the BLM district office in Vernal, and Sue Ann
Bilby, of Uinta Paleontological Associates, will conduct a reassessment of the proposed access
route in order to identify an alternate route that will avoid the identified paleontological
resources. In order to avoid destruction of paleontological resource that are not evident on the
surface the Trust Lands Administration will also recommend that road construction, across lands
where paleontological resources may occur, be monitored by a qualified

With further comment to Rulemaking, I wish to comment concerning the provision of
Exhibits for upcoming Hearings.
