The Houston Exploration Company proposes the construction of an access road, on BLMadministered land. The following information is supplemental to the attached SF-299.

Access Road

A. Description of the Facility

1. Purpose and need for the Right-Of-Way Facility

a. Whether theproposal involves a new road, a reconstructed road, or an
existing road:

The proposed right-of-way would involve the construction of approximately800 feet of new road for access to the Little Pack Mountain 1-16-12-20 welllocation.

b. Whether the use is temporary or permanent:

Duration of road use will depend primarily upon the results of the drilling
operation. Construction, drilling and completion operations will require
approximately thirty days per well from start to finish. Should the well prove
non-productive, the right-of-way will be required for a period of
approximately eighteen months until such time as final abandonment and
reclamation have been achieved. In the event commercial production is
established from the proposed well in Section 16, this right-of-way would beutilized for a period of approximately thirty years, or until such time as the
well should become commercially non-productive.

c. The type and volume of traffic anticipated:

The type of traffic anticipated on this right-of-way includes heavy
industrial truck traffic related to oil & gas exploration and development
activities. The proposed access road right-of-way would provide access to
State well Little Pack Mountain
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d. The relationship to the Bureau transportation plan.

To our knowledge, this proposed right-of-way has no relationship to any
existing or proposed Vernal Field Office TransportationManagement
Plan.

e. The relationship to State & Local Transportation Plans.

The proposed right-of-way has no know relationship to any existing or
proposed State of Utah or Uintah County Transportation Management
Plan.

f. The origin and destination of the road.

The proposed road right-of-way originates in the SW ¼ SW ¼ of Section
10, Township 12 South, Range 20 East and proceeds in a westerly
direction approximately 200' to Section 9, Township 12S, Range 20E and
then proceeds in a southwesterly direction approximately 600' to the lease
boundry for the proposed location in the NE ¼ of the NE ¼ in Section 16,
Township 12 South, Range 20 East.

2. Facility Design Factors.

a. Construction of a standard road.

The 800 feet of proposed construction will be constructed in accordance
with road guidelines established for oil and gas exploration and
development activities as referenced in the joint BLM/USFS publication:
Surface Operating Standards for Oil and Gas Exploration and
Development, Third Edition and/or BLM Manual Section 9113
concerning road construction standards on projects subject to federal
jurisdiction.

Approximately six inches of topsoil will be stripped from the access road
route prior to performing any further construction activities thereon.

If soils along the access road route are dry during road construction, water
will be applied to the road surface to facilitate soil compaction and
minimize soil loss as a result of wind erosion.

b. The Maximum grade and pitch on the road.

The maximum grade and/or pitch along the proposed right-of-way is
five percent or
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c. Requirements and location of drainage ditches, culverts, bridges, and low-
water crossings.

Drainage ditches on/along the proposed access road will be bladed and
shaped in accordance with the lines, grades, dimensions, and typical cross
sections. Culverts will be installed along the access road route as
necessary or required by the Authorized Officer, Bureau of Land
Management in accordance with road guidelines contained in the joint
BLM/USFS publication: Surface Operating Standards for Oil and Gas
Exploration and Development, Third Edition and/or BLM Manual Section
9113 concerning road construction standards on projects subject to federal
jurisdiction.

d. Easements from adjacent landowners.

The well location and portions of the proposed access road located in
Section 16 of Township 12 South, Range 20 East are situated on a surface
estate which is owned by the State of Utah and administered in trust on
behalf of the Utah Public School System by:

3. Additional Components of the Right-Of-Way.

a. Connection to existing road systems.

The proposed access road connects to a County D road in the NE ¼ of
NE ¼ of Section 10, Township 12 South, Range 20 East.

b. Location of equipment storage areas.

No equipment storage areas will be required on federal lands.

c. Requirements for road maintenance with other individuals.

There are no known right-of-way grants on or along the proposed access
route. The Houston Exploration Company hereby agrees to enter into a
jointmaintenance agreement with any future right-of-way grantees on or
along the proposed access road right-of-way as necessary or required by
the Authorized Officer.

4. Governmental Agency Involvement.

a. Corps of Engineers Section 404 permits.

Not required for this proposed access road right-of-way.

b. State or local permits, easements, or dedications.

None required for this proposed access road right-of-way.

c. Road maintenance agreements with local or State governmental agencies.

None required for this proposed access road right-of-way.

7. Construction of the Facility.

Access to the proposed right-of-way.

Big Pack Mountain / County Roads

a. Submission of detailed engineering plans and specifications for major
construction projects may be required for:

(1) Earthwork.

Detailed engineering plans have not been prepared in conjunction with this
access road right-of-way application. Please refer to Attachment "A" for
general information in this regard.

(2) Major culverts.

Culverts will be installed on/along the proposed access road right-of-way as
necessary or required by the Authorized Officer, Bureau of Land
Management. Any culverts required will be installed in accordance with
roading guidelines contained in the joint BLM/USFS publication:
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Operating Standards for Oil and Gas Exploration and Development, ThirdEdition and/or BLM Manual Section 9113 concerning road constructionstandards on projects subject to federal jurisdiction.Attachment "B"presents a typical design for culvert installation on permanent roads to beconstructed across public domain lands.

(3) Bridges.

No bridges will be required on/along the proposed access road right-of-way.

(4) Retaining walls.

No retaining walls will be required on/along the proposed access road right-
of-way.

b. Methods of construction and types of equipment to be used on the road right-
of-way.

The Houston Exploration Company will contact the Authorized Officer orhis/her representative at least three (3) days prior to the anticipated start ofconstruction on the Little Pack Mountain 1-16-12-20 well location. The HoustonExploration Company will provide the name, address, and phone number ofThere representative in charge of construction and provide a maintenance
schedule before starting any routine maintenance activities associated withthis right- of-way, if required by the Authorized Officer, Bureau of LandManagement.

c. Methods of construction and types of equipment to be used on the road right-
of-way.

The total road right-of-way width will be thirty feet, fifteen feetto either side of centerline.

During construction of the access road, topsoil will be windrowed to each sideof centerline and placed in the "borrow ditch" areas upon completion of
construction operations for future reclamation of the road right-of-way.
Equipment anticipated for use in the construction of the proposed road right-
of-way would primarily include both tracked bulldozers and road graders.
Approximately three (3) days will be required for the construction of the1,584' of new access road prior to the commencement of drilling
operations on the subject well location.

The Houston Exploration Company will be responsible for informing allpersons associated with this project that they will be subject to prosecution fordamaging, altering, excavating or removing any archaeological, historical, orvertebrate fossil objects or site(s). If archaeological, historical or vertebratefossil materials are discovered, The Houston Exploration Company willsuspend all operations that further disturb such materials and immediatelycontact the Authorized Officer. Operations will not resume until
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authorization to proceed is issued by the Authorized Officer.

Within five working days the Authorized Officer will evaluate the
discovery and inform The Houston Exploration Company of actions that will
be necessary to prevent loss of significant cultural or scientific values.

The Houston Exploration Company will be responsible for the cost of any
mitigation required by the Authorized Officer. The Authorized Officer will
provide technical and procedural guidelines for the conduct of mitigation. Upon
verification from the Authorized Officer that the required mitigation has been
completed, The Houston Exploration Company will be allowed to resume
operations.

d. Seasonal restriction on various construction activities.

No construction or maintenance activities will be performed during periods when
the soil is too wet to adequately support construction equipment. If such
equipment creates ruts in excess of six or eight inches in depth, the soil shall be
deemed to be too wet to adequately support construction equipment.

e. The Houston Exploration Company will conduct all activities associated with
the construction, operation, and termination of this right-of-way within. the
authorized limits of the right-of-way.

f. The Houston Exploration Company will protect all survey monuments found
within the right-of-way. Survey monuments include, but are not limited to,
General Land Office and Bureau of Land Management Cadastral Survey
Corners, reference corners, witness points, U.S. Coastal and Geodetic
benchmarks and triangulation stations, military control monuments, and
recognizable civil (both public and private) survey monuments. In the event of
obliteration or disturbance of any of the above, The Houston Exploration
Company will immediately report the incident, in writing, to the Authorized
Officer and the respective installing authority, if known.

Where General Land Office or Bureau of Land Management right-of-way
monuments or references are obliterated during operations, The Houston
Exploration Company will secure the services of a registered land surveyor or a
Bureau cadastral surveyor to restore the disturbed monuments and references
using surveying procedures found in the Manual of Surveying Instructions for
the Survey of Public Lands of the United States, latest edition. The Houston
Exploration Company shall record such survey in the appropriate county and
send a copy to the Authorized Officer. If the Bureau cadastral surveyors or other
Federal surveyors are used to restore the disturbed survey monument, The
Houston Exploration Company will be responsible for the survey cost.

8. Stabilization and Rehabilitation.

a. Soil replacement and



Upon reclamation of the disturbed areas on or along the access road right-
of-way, windrowed topsoil will be distributed evenly in the "borrow
ditch" areas and seeded in place for future reclamation upon termination
of the access road right-of-way.

b. Re-contouring of the disturbed right-of-way

To be performed upon termination and final abandonment of the access
road and right-of-way, as determined necessary by the Authorized Officer,
Bureau of Land Management.

c. Placement of water bars and/or other water control structures.

Water turnouts will be constructed along the access road right-of-way as
necessary or required in order to provide for proper drainage on or along
the primary access road right-of-way.

d. Disposal of trees, stumps and brush cut on or along the right-of-way.

There will not be any trees, stumps and or brush cut along the proposed
access road right-of-way.

e. Seed mixture and rate of application.

Prior to commencement of seeding operations, the seedbed will be
prepared by disking on the contour to a depth of four to six inches. The
entire disturbed area will be uniformly covered with depressions
constructed perpendicular to the natural flow of water to facilitate the
capture of moisture and subsequent promotion of re-vegetation success.
All disturbed surfaces will be reseeded using a seed mixture recommended
by the Authorized Officer, Bureau of Land Management.

f. Method of seed application.

Seed will be drilled on the contour with a seed drill equipped with a depth
regulator in order to ensure even depths of planting not to exceed one-half
inch. Utilize the outside bins of the seed drill for shrub seeds.

Fall seeding will be completed after September 1" and prior to ground
frost. If applicable, spring seeding will be completed after the frost has
left the ground and prior to May 1".

The seeding will be repeated until a satisfactory stand, as determined by
the Authorized Officer is achieved. The Bureau of Land Management



evaluate reseeding success after completion of the first full growing
season after reseeding has been preformed.

g. Use of fertilizer.

Not required on this particular access road right-of-way

h. Limiting access to the right-of-way.

We do not anticipate the need to limit access to the right-of-way at this
time.

9. Operation and Maintenance of the Facility.

a. Minimum maintenance requirements and maintenance schedules.

The Houston Exploration Company will be responsible for preventative
and corrective road maintenance from the beginning of completion of
operations under this grant. This may include, but is not limited to,
balding of the roadway, cleaning ditches and drainage facilities, dust
abatement, or other requirements as directed by the Authorized Officer.

b. Joint maintenance responsibilities and agreements.

The Houston Exploration Company agrees to enter into a joint
maintenance agreement with any future right-of-way grant holders on or
along the proposed access road route to share maintenance costs in dollars,
equipment, materials, and manpower proportionate to each holder's use.

c. Placement of control, warning, and directional traffic signs.

We do not anticipate the need for any control, warning and/or directional
traffic signs along any portion of the right-of-way at this point in time.

d. Maintenance of "Special Needs " such as snow removal, seasonal closures, and
controlled access.

The Houston Exploration Company will conduct all snow removal and
snow berm construction within the authorized limits of the right-of-way
grant. Snow removal and/or snow berm construction operations required
on re-vegetated areas or areas outside of the authorized right-of-way, will
be conducted in a manner that will not disturb the surface of the ground.
To prevent any surface disturbance, all equipment used for snow removal
operations shall be equipped with shoes to keep the blade six (6) inches
off the ground. The Houston Exploration Company will take



precautions where the surface of the ground is uneven and at all drainage
crossings to ensure that equipment blades do not touch the ground surface.

The Houston Exploration Company will do everything reasonably withinits' power and shall require its' employees, contractors, and employees of
contractors to do everything reasonably within their power, bothindependently and upon request of the Bureau of Land Management toprevent and suppress fires on or near the lands to be occupied under thisgrant.

Use of pesticides shall comply with the applicable federal and state laws.Pesticides shall be used only in accordance with their registered uses and
within limitations imposed by the Secretary of the Interior. Prior to the useof pesticides, The Houston Exploration Company will obtain from the
Authorized Officer written approval of a plan showing the type andquantity of material(s) to be used, pest(s) to be controlled, method ofapplication, location of storage and disposal of containers, and any otherinformation deemed necessary by the Authorized Officer.

Emergency use of pesticides shall be approved in writing by theAuthorized Officer, Bureau of Land Management prior to such use. TheHouston Exploration Company will be responsible for weed control ondisturbed areas within the limits of this right-of-way. The HoustonExploration Company will be responsible for consultation with theAuthorized Officer and/or local authorities for acceptable weed controlmeasures (within the limits described above).

The Houston Exploration Company will comply with all applicablefederal laws and regulations existing or hereinafter enacted orpromulgated. In any event, The Houston Exploration Company shall
comply with the Toxic Substances Control Act of 1976, as amended (15U.S.C. 2601, et seq.) with regard to any toxic substances that are used,
generated by or stored on the right-of-way or on facilities authorized underthis right-of-way grant (see 40 CFR, Part 702-799 and especially,provisions on polychiorinated biphenyls, 40 CFR 76 1.1-761.193).
Additionally, any release of toxic substances (leaks, spills, etc.) in excess
of the reportable quantity established by 40 CFR, Part l 17 shall be
reported as required by the Comprehensive Environmental Response,
Compensation and Liability Act of 1980 (CERCLA), Section 102b. A
copy of any report required or requested by any federal agency or state
government as a result of a reportable release or spill of any toxic
substances shall be furnished to the Authorized Officer concurrent withthe filing of the reports to the involved federal agency or state
government.

The Houston Exploration Company will promptly remove and dispose of
all waste caused by their activities. The term "waste" as used herein
means all discarded matter including, but not limited to, human waste,trash, garbage, refuse, oil drums, petroleum products, ashes, and
equipment. Wastes shall be disposed of in a sanitary



The Houston Exploration Company will not use dirt roads as access routes
when such use would cause severe rutting or erosion, as determined by the
Authorized Officer.

Construction activity shall be suspended on public lands if soil conditions
warrant, as determined by the Authorized Officer.

10. Termination and Restoration.

a. In the event the well, Little Pack Mountain 1-16-12-20 is a dry hole, The
Houston Exploration Company will request in writing relinquishment of the
right-of-way, or provide notification in writing justifyinga continuing need for
the right-of-way (or portions thereof) by the holder. If a continuing need isjustifiedand approved by the Authorized Officer, all terms, conditions, and
stipulations are subject to revision.

b. Prior to abandonment of the facilities authorized by this grant, The Houston
Exploration Company will contact the Authorized Officer to arrange a joint
inspection of the right-of-way. The inspection will be held to agree on an
acceptable abandonment and reclamation plan. The Authorized Officer must
approve the plan in writing prior to The Houston Exploration Company
commencing any abandonment and/or reclamation activities. The plan may
include the removal of drainage structures or surface material(s); re-contouring;
replacement of topsoil; seeding, mulching, etc.

11. General Information.

Boundary adjustments in the federal oil and gas lease/unit will automatically
amend this right-of-way to include that portion of the facility no longer contained
within the above-described lease/unit. In the event of an automatic amendment to
this right-of-way grant, the prior on-lease/unit conditions of approval of this
facility will not be affected even though they would now apply to facilities
outside of the leaselunit as a result of a boundary adjustment. Rental fees, if
appropriate, will be recalculated based on conditions of this grant and the
regulations in effect at the time of an automatic amendment.

The holder of this right-of-way grant or the holder's successor in interest shall
comply with Title VI of the CivilRights Act of 1964 (42 U.S.C. 200d et seq) and
the regulations of the Secretary of the Interior issued pursuant

The comments are applicable to all three RDCC items.

Comments begin: The proposed welldrilling project may require a permit, known as an Approval Order,
from the Utah Division of Air Qualityif any compressor stations are constructed at the site. A permit
application, known as a Notice of Intent (NOI), should be submitted to the Executive Secretary at the Utah
Division of Air Qualityat 150 N. 1950 West, SLC, UT, 84116 for review according to the Utah Air
Conservation Rule R307-400, Permits, Notice of Intent and Approval Order. The proposed well drilling
project is subject to Utah Air Conservation Rule R307-205-3, Fugitive Dust, due to the fugitive dust that is
generated during the excavating phases of the project. These rules apply to construction activities that
disturb an area greater than 1/4 acre in size. A permit, known as an Approval Order, is not required from
the Division of Air Quality,but steps need to be takento minimizefugitive dust, such as, watering and/or
chemical stabilization,providing vegetative or synthetic cover and windbreaks. A copy of the rules are
