The topsoil removed and
piled will amount to approximately

distinct pile. Placement of the
topsoil is noted on the attached
location plat. The topsoil pile from
the location will be seeded as soon
as the soil is stock piled with the
seed mix listed. When all drilling



and completion activities have been
completed and the pit back-filled
the topsoil from the pit area will be
spread on the pit area. The pit area
will be seeded when the soil has
been spread. The unused portion of
the location (the area outside the
dead men) will be re-contoured.

The dirt contractor will be provided
with an approved copy of the
surface use plan prior to
construction activities.
