For the Sundance Federal #8-5-9-18 NewfieldProduction Company requests 1670' of disturbed
area be granted in Lease UTU-65970 to allow for construction of the proposed access road.
Refer to Topographic Map "B". The proposed access road will be an 18' crown road (9'
either side of the centerline) with drainage ditches along either side of the proposed road whether
it is deemed necessary in order to handle any run-off from normal meteorological conditions that
are prevalent to this area. The maximum grade will be less than 8%. There will be a culvert
required along this access road. There will be barrow ditches and turnouts as needed along this
road. There are no fences encountered along this proposed road. There will be no new gates or
cattle guards required. All construction material for this access road will be borrowed material
accumulated during construction of the access road.

Newfield Production Company requests 1670' of disturbed area be granted in Lease UTU-65970
to allow for construction of the proposed gas lines. It is proposed that the disturbed area will be
50' wide to allow for construction of a buried 6" gas gathering line, and a buried 3" poly fuel gas
line. Both lines will tie in to the existing pipeline infrastructure. Refer to Topographic Map
"C." For a ROW plan of development, please refer to the Monument Butte Field SOP.

Water Disposal
Immediately upon first production, all produced water wilÏbe confined to a steel storage tank. If
the production water meets quality guidelines, it is transported to the Ashley, Monument Butte,
Jonah, and Beluga water injection facilities by company or-contract trucks. Subsequently, the
produced water is injected into approved Class II wells to enhance Newfield's secondary recovery
project.

Water not meeting quality criteria, is disposed at Newfield's Pariette #4 disposal well (Sec. 7,
T9S RI9E) or at State of Utah approved surface disposal facilities.

Threatened, Endangered, And Other Sensitive Species
Golden Eagle: Due to this proposed well access roads proximity (less that 0.5 mile) to an
existing inactive golden eagle nest site, no new construction or surface disturbing activities will
be allowed between March 1 and May 15. If the nest remains inactive on May 15 (based on a
pre-construction survey by a qualified biologist), the operator may construct and drill the location
between May 15 and March 1 of the following year. If the nest site becomes active prior to May
15, no new construction or surface disturbing activities will be allowed within 0.5 mile of the nest
until the nest becomes inactive for two full breeding seasons. In the event that this well becomes
a producing well, it must be equipped with a multi-cylinder engine or hospital muffler to reduce
noise
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Reserve Pit Liner

With thisoccurrence there willbe a timingrestriction to
minimize disturbance for Golden eagle nesting from February 1-July 15.

• No surface occupancy or use is allowed (does not apply to casual use) within ½ mile of Golden
eagle nests which have been active within the past two years. This restriction would not apply to
maintenance and operation of existing programs and facilities. It would not apply if impacts could
be mitigated throughother management actions or site specific analysis of terrainfeatures.

• Protection of Golden eagle nest sites as described in the Diamond Mountain Resource
Management Plan and EIS. Waivers, Exceptions, or Modifications to this limitation may be
specifically approved in writing by the authorized officerof the Bureau of Land Management if
either the resource values change or the lessee/ operator demonstrates that adverse impacts can
be mitigated. Any changes to thisstipulationwillbe made in accordance with the land use plan
and/or the regulatory provisions for such changes. (For guidance on the use of this stipulations
see BLM manual 1624 and 3101 or FS manual 1950 and 2820.)

Notices from RMP:

• The lesseeloperator is given notice the area has been identified as containing Ferruginous hawk
habitat. Modifications may be required in the Surface Use Plan to protect the Ferruginous hawk
and/or its habitat from surface disturbance activities in accordance with Section 6 of the lease
terms, Endangered Species Act, and 43 CFR 3101.1-2.

• The lesseeloperator is given notice the area has been identified as containing Golden eagle
habitat. Modifications may be required in the Surface Use Plan to protect the Golden eagle and/or
its habitat from surface disturbance activities in accordance with Section 6 of the lease terms,
Endangered Species Act, and 43 CFR 3101.1-2.
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• If it is anticipated that construction or drilling willoccur during the given timingrestrictions for any
wildlife, a BLMor qualified biologist shall be notifiedso surveys can be conducted. Depending
upon the results of the surveys, permission to proceed may or may not be recommended or
granted (depending on the species being surveyed and the condition of the habitat).

Follow-up Actions and/or Recommendations:

• *Because all both Golden eagle nests are located more than ¼ mile from the proposed location
and are not in line-of-site, the NSO for the Golden eagle willnot apply to this location; however, the
timingstipulationwill stillbe in effect.

• Based on the previous field exam and existing data and if all timingrestrictions are adhered to
then,it is my opinion that a no effect situation exists for Special Status Wildlife Species with the
construction and drilling of this proposed drill site. Therefore, this site is cleared from a Special
Status Wildlife Species perspective.

Conditions of Approval:

• All trafficrelated to this action will be restricted to approved routes. Cross-country vehicle travel
will not be allowed.

• All pipelines (surface and buried) willbe laid within one 50' wide construction ROW, on one side of
the road, and willreduce down to a 30' wide permanent ROW on lease.

• A temporaryroad ROW will not be granted. The road ROW will be 30 foot for construction and will
reduce to an 18 foot running surface.

• The access road willbe crowned and ditched. Flat-bladed roads are not allowed. All roads will
have an 18', crowned (2 to 3% minimum), running surface. All roads willhave drainage ditches
along both sides of road.

• No vehicle travel,construction or routine maintenance activities shall be performed during periods
when the soil is too wet to adequately support vehicles and/or construction equipment. Ifsuch
equipment creates ruts in excess of three inches deep, the soil shall be deemed too wet to
adequately support construction equipment.

• If additional erosion occurs during the life of this project, more culverts, Iow water crossings,
berms, wing ditches or etc. willbe needed to control the erosion.

• Low-water crossings will be appropriately constructed to avoid sedimentation of drainage ways and
other water resources.

• Pipelines will be buried at all major drainage crossings.

• Prevent filland stock piles from entering drainages.

• To insure impermeability, the reserve pit will be lined with a 16 ml or greater liner and felt prior to
spudding.

• The liner is to be cut 5 feet below ground surface or at the level of the cuttings, whichever
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deeper, and theexcess liner material is to be disposed of at an authorized disposal site.

• When the reserve pit contains fluids or toxicsubstances, the operator must ensure animals do not
ingest or become entrapped in pit fluids.

• Any hydrocarbons in the reserve pit willbe removed immediately upon well completion; in
accordance with 43 CFR 3162.7-1. Pits must be free of oil and other liquid and solid wastes prior
to filling.

• Monument Butte SOP, Section 9.2 - Pit Fencing Minimum Standards - will be strictlyadhered to.
To include 9.2.2.3 - Corner posts willbe cemented and/or braced in such a manner as to keep
fence tightat all times.

• If Uinta Basin hookless cactus or other special status plants are found, construction will cease and
the AO willbe notifiedto determine the appropriate mitigation.

• Within 90 calendar days of the approval date for thisApplication for Permit to Drill(APD), the
operator/lessee shall submit to the Authorized Officer(AO), on Sundry Notice Form 3160-5, an
Interim Surface Reclamation Plan for surface disturbance on well pads, access roads, and
pipelines. At a minimum,thiswill include the reshaping of the pad to the original contour to the
extent possible; the respreading of the top soil up to the rig anchor points; and, the area reseeded
using appropriate reclamation methods. The AO will provide written approval or concurrence within
30 calendar days of receipt.

Interim Reclamation:
