GENERAL Requirements for working on BLM lands.

1. Cultural resources are not expected to be disrupted, see attached report
from Sagebrush Consultants, L.L.C.

2. The area is grassland with minor sagebrush and other desert vegetations.

1. EXISTING ROADS - See Location Map.
A. Wellsite 660' FNL, 660' FWL, ( NW ¼ NW ¼ ) Section 25, T9S, R17E.

B. Travel 1 ½ mile east of Myton, Utah and south (left) on Pleasant Valley
paved and graded road 11.2 miles to the old Castle Peak mine-site then
east-southeast on graded road, 3.6 miles; then 3.6 miles to abandoned
Snyder Springs Ranch site. Turn right, south on graded road 2.3 miles
to wellsite on west side of road 130'.

C. Roads: The route is over paved US 40 to turnout about 1.5 miles west of
Myton. The road to Castle Springs is paved. All other roads are graded,
many with fair gravel toping.

D Other existing roads as marked on Topo Map.

E. Existing roads will be maintained by the county. The new road to the Jan
S Fed 1-25 wellsite will be built to meet BLM specifications, and be
Maintained as required, for all weather use, by the operator. (See Engineer
Survey Plat). The access road is approximately 130' from maintained road.

2. General:

(1) The Vernal BLM District will be notified 48 hours prior to commencing
work on BLM lands.

(2) The dirt contractor will be furnished a copy of this Surface Use Plan,
along with any additional BLM stipulations, prior to the work.

(3) Trees: There are no trees on access road to, or on location.

(4) All artifacts found on federal land shall be left in place and the BLM
promptly notified. Archeological survey indicated none found.

(5) The topsoil removed for reserve pits will be stockpiled on west corner of
the location, see survey plat.



(6) The reserve pit will be lined with native clay and water-proofed.

(3) Construction Methods: Tanks are to be welded. Battery grade
will be less than 3' above well pad grade. All equipment will be
painted medium sand brown.

(4) Protective Measures: There will be no open permanent vessels.

(5) No storage of fluids in open pits. Storage tanks will be diked to
provide emergency containment of a potential tank failure

C. Location and Type of Water Storage.

1. Approximately ten acre-feet of water will be required to drill and
complete the well. Water is to hauled from the Babcock Draw by Tu
and Frum Trucking. Inc. - Dave Murray. Proper water rights: See
attached Temporary Application - Water Right # 43-1721,will be
obtained from a State Engineer prior to spudding.

2. Transportation: Water will be trucked by Tu and Frum Inc. Oil will
Be trucked to refineries by MC Oil, West Bountiful Utah.

3. Water Well: None proposed.

6. Source of Construction Materials:
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A. Source: Materials from cuts will be used in fills. No additional

requirements are anticipated.

B. Ownership: The access road and location are on BLM land.

C. Outside Materials: Road base will be obtained from commercial gravel
pits in the Roosevelt, Utah area.

D. Access: Only the road to the location from the graded road will be
required, (See plat above).

7. Methods of Handling Waste Disposal

Disposal will be handled as follows:

(1) Cuttings: Drill cuttings are to be buried in the reserve pit.

(2) Drilling Fluids: Drilling fluids are to be removed to a commercial
disposal pit within 90 days from completion.

(3) Produced fluids: Produced oil will be sold to an authorized oil buyer.
Produced water will be hauled to an authorized disposal site.

(4) Sewage: Chemical toilets will be provided for the drilling crew.

(4) Trash and garbage: Trash will be accumulated in a wire mesh receptacle
and hauled to a sanitary road fill.

(5) Post Drilling Cleanup: After drilling operations cease, the access road
and location will be cleaned up and graded. The reserve pit will be
covered and reseeded to BLM specifications within 90 days.

8. Ancillary Facilities

No camp facilities are planned or required.

9: WeHsite Lavout: see attached Wellsite Plat.

(1) Cross Sections: Provided with Plat.

(2) Equipment Layout: Provided with Plat.

(3) Rig Orientation: Provided with Plat.

(4) Pits: All pits are to be sealed.



10: Plans for restoration of Surface.

Upon completion of drilling operations, the location is to be restored as
follows:

(1) Initial Cleanup: Location and surrounding area are to be cleaned of all
debris resulting from the drilling operations. All trash is to be hauled to a
local sanitary landfill.

(2) Vernal BLM will be notified 48 hours prior to any surface restoration
requiring earth moving equipment, upon completion of the work.

(3) Topography: Within 90 days of completion (weather permitting) the
well, the reserve pit is to be dried, filled and re-contoured to original
shape. All spoil material is to be buried a minimum of five (5) feet depth. All
trash will be removed prior to burial. All disturbed areas, not required for
continued operations, are to be re-contoured to original shape.

(4) Stockpiled topsoil will be evenly distributed back over reclaimed areas.

(5) Re-vegetation: Reclaimed areas will be scarified and seeded by
broadcasting or drilling, per BLM recommendations.

(6) Unused areas will be blocked from vehicular access.

(7) Any oil on pits will be removed to a commercial disposal when rig is
released.

(8) Timetable: Reserve pit will be reclaimed within 90 days of completion
date. Other areas will be reclaimed within 6 months of discontinued use.

11. Other Information

A. Ownership and Right-of-ways:

Both the surface and minerals are owned by the Federal Government.
Right-of-ways for road, location, gas gathering lines, and power lines will
be requested from the BLM.

B. General Description of Area.

(1) Topography: Low angle slopes, semi-arid with sagebrush and desert
vegetation. No irrigation.

(2) Surface Use Activity: The area is used for cattle grazing.
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(3) Water, Dwellings, Archeology: Water will be trucked to location on

existing roads. There are no dwellings within ½ mile. No archeological
sited on wellsite or access road. An archeological survey is completed
and submitted with APD.

12. Production Operations

A. Notification: A first production report will be sent to the BLM within
5 days of first production to establish site security and APD
compliance.

B. Site Security: Site security plan will be submitted within thirty (30)
days of completion.

C. Water Production: NTI,2B will be submitted within sixty (60) of
completion. It is anticipated that the water produced will be hauled to
a pit located in LaPoint, Utah, Section 8, T 1 S, R 1 E.

D. Weed Control: The road and location will be professionally sprayed
annuaHy, using EPA approved chemicals, to control noxious weeds.

E. The tank battery is to be built along the south side of the location. All
permanent structures will be painted with an approved earth-tone
color within six months of installation. OSHA required markings are
expected.

INTRODUCTION

In December 2006, QuinexEnergy Corporation (Quinex)of Bountiful, Utah, requested
that Sagebrush Consultants, L.L.C. (Sagebrush) conduct a cultural resource inventory of four
proposed wells, JW Federal #2-27, Joelyn Federal #1-27, JSW Federal #2-26 and Helen Federal
#1-26, and their associated access roads and pipelines, in Duchesne County, Utah. The purpose
of this inventory is to identify cultural resources which may be present within the proposed
project area.

The proposed well pads and their associated access roads and pipelines are located in T.
9S., R. 17E., S. 23, 26, and 27, on the USGS 7.5' QuadranglePariette Draw SW, Utah (1964)
(Figure 1). The footages for the wells are:

JW Federal #2-27 656' FNL 705' FEL
Joelyn Federal #1-27 660' FNL 1320' FWL
JSW Federal #2-26 660' FNL 660' FWL
Helen Federal #1-26 1367' FNL 721' FWL

The well pads and their associated access roads and pipelines lie on lands administeredby
the Bureau of Land Management (BLM), Vernal Field Office. The cultural resource survey was
carried out by Sandy Chynoweth Pagano, John Stevens, and John Peart on March 14, 2007 under
the authority of Cultural Resource Use Permit No. 06UT54630 and Utah State Antiquities Permit
No. U-06-SJ-1765b.

Prior to conducting fieldwork, a GIS file search for previously recorded cultural resource
sites and projects conducted near the current project was completed through Arie Leeflang, of the
Antiquities Section, Division of State History, Utah Historic Preservation Office (SHPO), in Salt
Lake City, on December 14, 2006. Marty Thomas, on behalf of Sagebrush, conducted a file
search at the SHPO on December 21, 2006.

Due to the large number of projects conducted in this area, individual project descriptions
will not be listed. However, eight cultural resource sites have been identified within one mile of
the current project area. Following is a brief description of these sites:

Site 42UN1174 is a prehistoric open camp and lithic scatter located on a low bench.
Artifacts observed include an Elko Eared or Pinto projectile point, numerous bifaces,
unifaces, and preforms, and lithic flakes representing all stages of lithic reduction. The
site was recommended eligible to the National Register of Historic Places (NRHP).
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Site 42UN1175 is a large prehistoric lithic scatter in a sandy swale elevated above a
drainage and its flood plain. The artifacts observed include a Rocker side-notched
projectile point and a variety of lithic debitage. The site was recommended eligible to the
NRHP.

Site 42UN1176, located on a bench above a large intermittent drainage, is a small lithic
scatter of five flakes and four expedient tools. The site was recommended not eligible to
the NRHP.

Site 42DC1667 is an historic temporary camp located on a finger ridge. Cultural
materials include tin cans, tobacco tins, and a spice can top. The site was recommended
not eligible to the NRHP.

Site 42UN2260 is a prehistoric open camp and lithic scatter located near low sandstone
outcrops. Artifacts include a projectile point, a chopper, groundstone and groundstone
fragments, and a scatter of lithic debris. The site was recommended eligible to the
NRHP.

Site 42UN3377, located on a sand dune, is a low density lithic scatter of fifteen flakes
and two ground stone metates. Because the site is located on a dune, it was expected that
there may be cultural depth at the site. The site was recommended eligible to the NRHP.

Site 42UN3380 is an historic artifact scatter located on a low ridge and extending
downslope. Cultural materials consist of tin cans, a cartridge casing, tobacco tins, and
scattered wood chips. The site was recommended not eligible to the NRHP.

Site 42UN3381 is a large temporary historic camp located on a low finger ridge top.
Artifacts at the site include tin cans, a log cabin syrup can, a Liberty nickel, and a
deteriorated axe-cut wood pile. The site was recommended not eligible to the NRHP.

Sagebrush personnel also reviewed General Land Office (GLO) plat maps located in the
Public Room of the BLM Utah State Office, Salt Lake City. The NRHP was consulted prior to
the commencement of fieldwork for the current project. No NRHP sites were found to be in the
vicinity of the current project area. No other sites were noted in the project area.

ENVIRONMENT

The project area is located in the dissected tablelands west of the Green River,
approximately 16 miles south of Myton, Utah. The elevation ranges between 5275 and 5300 feet



a.s.l. The surface sediments in the area consist of fluvial deposits and thinly bedded Pleistocene
lake bed deposits. Soils in these areas are poorly developed and sandy in nature. Sediments
consist of tan to light reddish brown sandy silt mixed with angular rock fragments composed of
mudstone, limestone, and sandstone. Vegetation in the area is sparse and covers less than 10
percent of the ground surface and consists of sagebrsuh community species. Noted species
include prickly pear cactus, small sagebrush, bunch grass, and winterfat. Ephemeral drainages
are present in the vicinity of the current project area. The nearest permanent water source is
Snyder Spring, located approximately one half mile north-northwest of the project area, and the
Green River, which is located approximately 12 miles east of the project area. Natural
disturbances in the area consist of sheetwash and aeolian erosion. Cultural disturbances include
oil and gas development, roads, and impacts from livestock grazing.

METHODOLOGY

An intensive cultural resource inventory was carried out for four wells, JW Federal #2-27,
Joelyn Federal #1-27, JSW Federal #2-26, and Helen Federal #1-26, and their associated access
roads and pipelines, in Duchesne County, Utah. The project area consists of four 40,469 sq m
(10 acre) parcels of land measuring 201-by-201 m (660-by-660 ft) and centered on the proposed
well heads, and 2240 m (7,340 ft) of proposed access road and pipeline corridors. The well pads
were inventoried in parallel transects spaced no more than 15 m (50 ft) apart. The access road
and/or pipeline corridors were also walked in parallel transects spaced 15 m (50 ft) apart to cover
a corridor width of 60 m (200 ft). The area surveyed during this project, including well pads,
access roads and pipelines, totaled 29.83 ha (73.71 ac) all situated on lands administered by the
BLM.

RESULTS/RECOMMENDATIONS

An intensive cultural resource inventory was carried out for four wells, JW Federal #2-27,
Joelyn Federal #1-27, JSW Federal #2-26, and Helen Federal #1-26, and their associated access
roads and pipelines, in Duchesne County, Utah. No cultural resources were located during this
inventory. As a result, cultural resource clearance is recommended for the project area.

This investigation was conducted with techniques which are considered to be adequate
for evaluating cultural resources which could be adversely affected by the project. However,
should cultural resources be discovered on during construction, work should cease and a report
should be made immediately to the BLM Archaeologist, Vernal Field Office, Vernal, Utah.
