The trailer mounted compressor (capacity of 2000 CFM) has a safety shut-off valve which is
located 15 feet from the air rig. A truck with 70 bbls of water is on stand by to be used as kill
fluid, if necessary.

To reach Newfield Production Company well location site Ute Tribal 13-20-4-2E located in the
SW 1/4 SW 1/4 Section 20, T4S, R2E, Uintah County, Utah:

Proceed in a westerly direction out of Randlett, approximately 2.7 miles to it’s junction with an
existing road to the south; proceed in a southerly direction approximately 4.7 miles to it’s junction
with an existing road to the southeast; proceed southeasterly approximately 3.0 miles to it’s
junction with the beginning of the proposed access road to the south; proceed in a southeasterly
direction along the proposed access road approximately 13,684’ to the proposed well location.

The aforementioned dirt oil field service roads and other roads in the vicinity are constructed out
of existing native materials that are prevalent to the existing area they are located in and range
from clays to a sandy-clay shale material.

The roads for access during the drilling, completion and production phase will be maintained at the
standards required by the State of Utah, or other controlling agencies. This maintenance will
consist of some minor grader work for smoothing road surfaces and for snow removal.

6. SOURCE OF CONSTRUCTION MATERIALS

All construction material for this location shall be borrowed material accumulated during
construction of the location site and access road.

A mineral material application is not required for this location.

o METHODS FOR HANDLING WASTE DISPOSAL

A small reserve pit (90° x 40° x 8 deep, or less) will be constructed from native soil and clay
materials. The reserve pit will receive the processed drill cutting (wet sand, shale & rock)
removed from the wellbore. Any drilling fluids, which do accumulate in the pit as a result of
shale-shaker carryover, cleaning of the sand trap, etc., will be promptly reclaimed. All drilling
fluids will be fresh water based, typically containing Total Dissolved Solids of less than 3000
PPM. No potassium chloride, chromates, trash, debris, nor any other substance deemed hazardous
will be placed in this pit. Therefore, it is proposed that no synthetic liner be required in the reserve
pit. However, if upon constructing the pit there is insufficient fine clay and silt present, a liner will
be used for the purpose of reducing water loss through percolation.

Newfield requests approval that a flare pit not be constructed or utilized on this location.
A portable toilet will be provided for human waste.

A trash basket will be provided for garbage (trash) and hauled away to an approved disposal site at
the completion of the drilling activities.
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Immediately upon first production, all produced water will be confined to a steel storage tank. If
the production water meets quality guidelines, it is transported to the Ashley, Monument Butte,
Jonah, and Beluga water injection facilities by company or contract trucks. Subsequently, the
produced water is injected into approved Class II wells to enhance Newfield's secondary recovery
project.

Fencing Requirements

b) The net wire shall be no more than two (2) inches above the ground. The barbed wire
shall be three (3) inches above the net wire. Total height of the fence shall be at least
forty-two (42) inches.

) Corner posts shall be centered and/or braced in such a manner to keep tight at all times

d) Standard steel, wood or pipe posts shall be used between the corner braces. Maximum
distance between any two posts shall be no greater than sixteen (16) feet.

e) All wire shall be stretched, by using a stretching device, before it is attached to the corner
posts.

The reserve pit fencing will be on three (3) sides during drilling operations and on the fourth side
when the rig moves off location.

Newtield Production Company requests 13,684’ of planned access road to be granted. Refer to
Topographic Map “B”. Newfield Production Company requests 13,571° of surface gas line to
be granted. Newfield Production Company requests 13,553 of buried water line to be granted.

It is proposed that the disturbed area will be 60 wide to allow for construction of the proposed
access road, a 10” or smaller gas gathering line, a 3” poly fuel gas line, a buried 3” steel water
injection line and a buried 3” poly water return line. The planned access road will consist of a 18’
permanent running surface (9’ either side of the centerline) crowned and ditched in order to handle
any run-off from any precipitation events that are prevalent to this area. The maximum grade will
be less than 8%. There will be no culverts required along this access road. There will be turnouts
as needed along this road to allow for increases in potential traffic issues. There are no fences
encountered along this proposed road. There will be no new gates or cattle guards required. All
construction material for this access road will be borrowed material accumulated during
construction of the access road.

All BOPE pressure tests shall be
performed by a test pump with a chart recorder and NOT by the rig pumps. Test shall be
reported in the driller’s log.

BOP drills shall be initially conducted by each drilling crew within 24 hours of drilling out from
under the surface casing and weekly thereafter as specified in Onshore Oil & Gas Order No. 2.

Casing pressure tests are required before drilling out from under all casing strings set and
cemented in place.

There shall be no deviation from the proposed drilling, completion, and/or workover program as
approved. Safe drilling and operating practices must be observed. Any changes in operation
must have prior approval from the BLM Vernal Field Office.
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OPERATING REQUIREMENT REMINDERS:

All wells, whether drilling, producing, suspended, or abandoned, shall be identified in
accordance with 43 CFR 3162.6. There shall be a sign or marker with the name of the operator,
lease serial number, well number, and surveyed description of the well.

In accordance with 43 CFR 3162.4-3, this well shall be reported on the "Monthly Report of
Operations” (Oil and Gas Operations Report ((OGOR)) starting with the month in which
operations commence and continue each month until the well is physically plugged and
abandoned. This report shall be filed in duplicate, directly with the Minerals Management
Service, P.O. Box 17110, Denver, Colorado 80217-0110, or call 1-800-525-7922 (303) 231-
3650 for reporting information.

Should the well be successfully completed for production, the BLM Vernal Field office must be
notified when it is placed in a producing status. Such notification will be by written
communication and must be received in this office by not later than the fifth business day
following the date on which the well is placed on production. The notification shall provide, as a
minimum, the following informational items:

o Operator name, address, and telephone number.
o Well name and number.
o Well location (%%, Sec., Twn, Rng, and P.M.).

o Date well was placed in a producing status (date of first production for which royalty will
be paid).

o The nature of the well's production, (i.e., crude oil, or crude oil and casing head gas, or
natural gas and entrained liquid hydrocarbons).

o The Federal or Indian lease prefix and number on which the well is located: otherwise
the non-Federal or non-Indian land category, i.e., State or private.

o Unit agreement and/or participating area name and number, if applicable.
o Communitization agreement number, if applicable.

Any venting or flaring of gas shall be done in accordance with Notice to Lessees (NTL) 4A and
needs prior approval from the BLM Vernal Field Office.

All undesirable events (fires, accidents, blowouts, spills, discharges) as specified in NTL 3A will
be reported to the BLM, Vernal Field Office. Major events, as defined in NTL3A, shall be
reported verbally within 24 hours, followed by a written report within 15 days. "Other than Major
Events" will be reported in writing within 15 days. "Minor Events" will be reported on the
Monthly Report of Operations and Production.

Whether the well is completed as a dry hole or as a producer, "Well Completion and

Recompletion Report and Log" (BLM Form 3160-4) shall be submitted not later than 30 days
after completion of the well or after completion of operations being performed, in accordance
with 43 CFR 3162.4-1. Two copies of all logs run, core descriptions, and all other surveys or
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data obtained and compiled during the drilling, workover, and/or completion operations, shall be
filed on BLM Form 3160-4. Submit with the well completion report a geologic report including,
at a minimum, formation tops, and a summary and conclusions. Also include deviation surveys,
sample descriptions, strip logs, core data, drill stem test data, and results of production tests if
performed. Samples (cuttings, fluid, and/or gas) shall be submitted only when requested by the
BLM, Vernal Field Office.

All off-lease storage, off-lease measurement, or commingling on-lease or off-lease, shall have
prior written approval from the BLM Vernal Field Office.

Oil and gas meters shall be calibrated in place prior to any deliveries. The BLM Vernal Field
Office Petroleum Engineers will be provided with a date and time for the initial meter calibration
and all future meter proving schedules. A copy of the meter calibration reports shall be
submitted to the BLM Vernal Field Office. All measurement facilities will conform to the API
standards for liquid hydrocarbons and the AGA standards for natural gas measurement. All
measurement points shall be identified as the point of sale or allocation for royalty purposes.

A schematic facilities diagram as required by Onshore Oil & Gas Order No. 3 shail be submitted
to the BLM Vernal Field Office within 30 days of installation or first production, whichever occurs
first. All site security regulations as specified in Onshore Oil & Gas Order No. 3 shall be
adhered to. All product lines entering and leaving hydrocarbon storage tanks will be effectively
sealed in accordance with Onshore Oil & Gas Order No. 3.

Any additional construction, reconstruction, or alterations of facilities, including roads, gathering
lines, batteries, etc., which will result in the disturbance of new ground, shall require the filing of
a suitable plan and need prior approval of the BLM Vernal Field Office. Emergency approval
may be obtained orally, but such approval does not waive the written report requirement.

No location shall be constructed or moved, no well shall be plugged, and no drilling or workover
equipment shall be removed from a well to be placed in a suspended status without prior
approval of the BLM Vernal Field Office. If operations are to be suspended for more than 30
days, prior approval of the BLM Vernal Field Office shall be obtained and notification given
before resumption of operations.

Pursuant to Onshore Oil & Gas Order No. 7, this is authorization for pit disposal of water
produced from this well for a period of 90 days from the date of initial production. A permanent
disposal method must be approved by this office and in operation prior to the end of this 90-day
period. In order to meet this deadline, an application for the proposed permanent disposal
method shall be submitted along with any necessary water analyses, as soon as possible, but
no later than 45 days after the date of first production. Any method of disposal which has not
been approved prior to the end of the authorized 90-day period will be considered as an Incident
of Noncompliance and will be grounds for issuing a shut-in order until an acceptable manner for
disposing of said water is provided and approved by this office.

Unless the plugging is to take place immediately upon receipt of oral approval, the Field Office
Petroleum Engineers must be notified at least 24 hours in advance of the plugging of the well, in
order that a representative may witness plugging operations. If a well is suspended or
abandoned, all pits must be fenced immediately until they are backfilled. The "Subsequent
Report of Abandonment" (Form BLM 3160-5) must be submitted within 30 days after the actual
plugging of the well bore, showing location of plugs, amount of cement in each, and amount of
casing left in hole, and the current status of the surface restoration.

Newfield is the Operator of the Ute Tribal 13-20-4-2E (the “Well”) with surface
and bottom hole locations in Section 20, Township 4 South, Range 2 East, USM,
Uintah County, Utah. The Well is located on lands exclusively owned by The Ute
Indian Tribe of the Uintah Reservation (“Tribe”) which have been leased to
Newfield under the Monument Butte Exploration and Development Agreement
(“EDA”) dated December 22, 2006 and approved by the Bureau of Indian Affairs
on February 23, 2007.

The bottom hole location of the Well and all directly offsetting 40 acre tracts have
leasehold or the exclusive right to drill owned 75% of 8/8ths by Newfield and
25% of 8/8ths by Ute Upstream Holdings LLC (now Crescent Point Energy U.S.
